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 SERMON 101 
 

I have long believed that the sermon task is challenged by the reality of the lives we live.  
We are busy.  We channel surf and surf the internet and want things faster and faster.  We 
don’t rest like we should and finally, we catch our breath, slow down, get up early (fairly 
early any way) for church and then at the peak of the service as the sermon begins the 
gnawing “to do” list comes out of nowhere, the mind longs for sleep, we think of 1,000’s 
of things and the next thing we know we are standing for the Hymn of the Day and you 
aren’t sure you heard a lick of the sermon! 
 
I know that it is can be hard to fully engage intensive listening for the full 10-15 minutes 
of the sermon.  Our minds are very, very busy and it takes effort to focus and to listen.  I 
wanted to offer a couple of thoughts to assist your getting the most God would have for 
you out of the sermon each Sunday. 
 
I believe the first and greatest thing we can do is to pray for God’s guidance and for God 
to show us what in the message can be meaningful for us.  We want to ask what God 
would have us take home and apply in our lives.   Read the Gospel lesson ahead of time 
(printed in announcements) and have that in your mind each Sunday morning. 
 
After prayer I would like you to know that I offer a few copies of the sermon (no charge) 
on the back pew!  In addition, the sermon is posted on our web page by that Monday after 
church.  I have had others here tell me it is good to have a copy to read later as not every 
spoken word sinks in.  Also, it would not bother me, nor anyone else if you would like to 
bring a note pad, or tablet for notes if that helps.  You are welcomed to use the pencils in 
the pews and write on your bulletin and take it home as well.  When I was “in the pew” I 
used to have a spiral notebook labeled “Spiritual Journal” where I kept notes from the 
prayers, sermon, or hymns that inspired me on a given day. 
 
I think anything you can do to quiet your mind before church is good.  Whether that means 
adequate rest the night before, or making out your grocery list Saturday, or just letting go 
as you walk in might be helpful. 
 
We are, after all, talking about the proclamation of God’s Word.  That in, and of itself, 
should be enough to give us energy to pray, focus, and apply the Word in our lives!
